3. Submit a photo-copy of a government issued picture ID i.e. drivers license, passport.

4. Provide proof of financial responsibility, if applicable. Refer to the enclosed Financial
Responsibility Documentation.

5. Pay your North Dakota certification fee.

ALL applicators requesting reciprocal certification MUST have a Non-Resident Appointment of Agent
form on file with the NDSU Extension Pesticide Program. Enclosed is an informative letter. This form
must be on file or we cannot issue you a reciprocal certification.

Be prepared to submit a letter of authorization to the state you tested and trained for
certification, granting authority to the NDSU Extension Pesticide Program access to
your complaint or violation history.

Attention Aerial Applicators: Your aircraft must be registered and licensed in the state of
North Dakota. For further information, contact the N.D. Aeronautics Commission, 701-328-
9650.
