1994 Distance Education is happening.
Turtle Mountain faculty is teaching Ojbawa to NDSU-Extension faculty and staff.
Family financial planning masters worked with 1890s faculty (students were going to develop a program).

Navy project ended (K-12). Several programs were very successful.

EPSCOR – NDSU is written in as part of the 3-year program – Tuesday, May 10.  Any change in collaboration needs – Turtle Mountain wants NDSU to support college program.

Carol Davis is Acting President at Turtle Mountain Community College
Turtle Mountain – set aside a piece of land for NDSU to build on – Extension could play an important role here.

Turtle Mountain is focusing their program on:
Energy – building a wind tower

Environment – used straw bales to build a house with solar panels

Wei Lin indicated we need to expand the relationship with the 1994s by being open to having other faculty join him.

There is discussion about holding a regional conference.  Turtle Mountain and NDSU need to take the lead on organizing the conference.

Need to have white students talk to Indian students to learn the culture before the American Indian students come to NDSU.
